Key Points:

· The IPT has requested that Super Users participate in a questionnaire.  Confirm that GSFC received the questionnaire.

· Cynthia Smith went over results of an analysis she ran in ZNASAST5.

· NASA Fund Center- $50,000 sitting in COP 166, should be UA.

· 344- Level 2- has budget sitting in wrong COP $450,000 should be 166, but it’s sitting in 167.

· 21-761 has budget in COP UA, should be COP 260. ($81,000)- Needs to be corrected by Agency.

· Center Issues- Corporate G&A, Fund Center Hierarchy issues.  Budget needs to be moved down to the Level 4 Fund Center.  Budget should remain in ALLOBJECTS until the Center is ready to move to the ALLOTHERS in the Level 4 Fund Center.  The transactions that have been posted will need to be reversed, budget needs to be moved, and then transactions reposted.

· 469- has budget in wrong COP, sitting in 166, should be 172.

· 22-LABOR- $79,000 in wrong budget subtype (sitting in Cost Pool Budget SubType, should be in Authority)

· The Agency Budget Team will run reports to validate the Functional Area derivation rules to be proactive in discovering potential issues.

· Cynthia Smith will conduct a workshop with Headquarters on Funds Distribution.

· There is a VITS planned with the Cost Team on BW Reporting.  The details will be distributed at a later time.

· Each center should send feedback to Cynthia Smith regarding having a Derivation Rule VITs.

· Centers should continue to utilize the OLQR Funds Distribution Job Aids when posting budget.  This is extremely important due to audit concerns.

· JSC recommended that centers are forwarded detailed reconciliation procedures from Headquarters and/or the Competency Center.

· ARC and JSC use Winrunner to automatically load budget.  Accenture created the scripts for ARC and JSC based on the OLQR job aids.  Winrunner records the screen flow, assists in reducing “fat finger” errors, and can provide the document number for reconciliation purposes.  GSFC is currently investigating this tool.  An automated load of budget is part of Enterprise Upgrade.  Cynthia will document the current issues surrounding an automated tool and present to IFM Project Management.  There is currently no SR in the system to request an automated tool or an agency wide script.  JSC has volunteered to help all centers roll out the Winrunner script.

· Gary (MSFC) raised issues regarding access to CRCS database for reporting purposes.  Each center has been asked to send a list of POCs by center for Budget Distribution and who needs to have access.  This information should be forwarded to Marlena Hunter.

· KSC uses the transaction register to determine when budget is loaded.

· 506A whites are being received, but no budget is being posted.  Headquarters is reconciling their data to determine where the mispostings occurred.  The analysis should be completed by the end of this week, and then the funds can be distributed to the center.
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
