Core Financial Up and Running…Successful Go Live at Marshall and Glenn!!

On October 28, the 1st transactions in the new Core Financial system were initiated.  Eighteen end users from NASA Headquarters, Code B, entered the system in order to release funding to the two implementing Centers, Marshall Space Flight Center and Glenn Research Center.  As of 11/4/02, approximately 2,800 users have access to the Core Financial System.  Initial days of go live are just as expected, difficult but exciting!  The following transactions have been generated:

· Straightline and Contractor Cost Report Processing  (1388 service entry sheets created)

· l93 Procurement Requisitions Created

· l275 Obligation Documents Created

· l356 Bankcard Order Logs and associated Procurement Requisitions Created

· l25 HHS Drawdowns Processed
The Core Financial module is one of nine modules that make up the Integrated Financial Management Program (IFMP).  The agency-wide utilization of the Core Financial enterprise software will allow IFMP to deliver full cost accounting at NASA, a critical concern of both the Administrator and the President’s Management Agenda.  In addition, improved ability to manage will facilitate the One NASA vision, an effort to work with seamless uniformity across the Agency.
