The two POCs for GSFC are Clemencia Gallegos and Fred Dillon.

· Cynthia Smith referenced an email that she distributed to the BE Super Users related to the funding for the NACC contract.  This issue is still being discussed by the Competency Center and Headquarters.

· Jerry Parker discussed the FY05 budget structures and mentioned that there will most likely not be a lot of changes until the Enterprise Upgrade in FY06.  There will need to be more discussion on this issue.
