· Migration of FMFG_E_TRANS_REG for Budget Maintainers

· When utilizing this transaction, narrow your search by adding the following critieria:
· Fiscal Year 2004
· Posting Date (use a day, week, month, or several month intervals)
· Populate the Reference Document Number field with 05* to show budget posting documents.
· Populate the Business Area with 51.  Please note when retrieving postings by 51, you will not see the agency level distributions.  Level 2 Fund Centers are Business Area 01.
· Fund or if you want to investigate any “cross fund issues”, populate the field with *2004*
· Negative budget within Cost Recovery Pool (Reimbursable Issue)
· Cynthia Smith discussed two examples of negative budget in cost pool fund centers related to GSFC.  The fund centers are 51-ITCOMM and 51-ITINST in SAEX22004D.  This will involve an integrated process team effort to resolve this issue.  The current thought is that since there was no budget residing in the 51-ITCOMM and 51-ITINST, SAP moved up the hierarchy until it found credit postings for the 51-RMCTROH fund center where it consumed budget.  Therefore, if GSFC attempts to use these credits, a budget exceeded error will result.  The Competency Center is looking at this issue and is testing possible fixes that prevent this from occurring in the future.
· Functional Area Posting Errors: GSFC currently has a functional area posting error related to 51-344-36 which will need to be corrected.  The budget needs to be backed out of FA 189 and reposted to 166.
· Limitation of Sub Authorizations

· Cynthia Smith discussed the limitations of Sub Authorizations.  In the beginning of IFM, the decision was made to keep funding at the issuing center (which follows the IFA (Intercenter Funds Authorization/Agreement) Process.  SAP can be configured to map a “62” Project definition/Wbs element to a “51” Fund Center.  The entire IFA process was tested including analyzing the financial statements and the process worked with the exception of the distribution of cash.  Since cash needs to reside at the performing center, the solution failed.  Therefore, NASA will need to continue doing sub authorizations until NSSC (NASA Shared Services Center) is implemented with one ALC.  Once NASA has one ALC, then the IFA process can be utilized and subauthorizations will no longer be required.

· Cynthia also discussed questions surrounding subauthorizations and cost pools.  This issue has been discussed before and affects 51-CTRGA.  The funding needs to be moved from the cost pool back to the programmatic code and then to the receiving center.  There are currently discussions occurring with the Agency Design Team, Jane Rathbun, and MSFC regarding the NASA Agency Computing Center (NACC).  There may be a new secondary commitment item created and this funding may be pulled off the top similar to Corporate G&A.  There will be need to be more discussion related to this issue. This issue has been raised to Trish Ryan at GSFC.

· The Derivation Rule VITS will occur on Friday, March 5th.  This VITS will cover the WBS, Functional Area, Cost Center, and Interest Payments derivation rules.  Aerospace 811 and Building 8 Room 206 have been reserved.
