Key Points:

· Full Cost

· Wanda sent an updated template for Center G&A groups.  Charlie Radspinner will validate it.  It is due to be sent back to Wanda on March 12th.

· The Cost Element for Center G&A should be 9000.2100.  Some centers are using the wrong Cost Element (Goddard is using 9000.2100)

· Reminder – if you post a CCR after the last day of the month that you are posting, make sure you change the posting date or the activity will show in the wrong month (ie posting February on March 1st)

· When executing the Cost Pool Funding report, do not run an assessment cycle in another session while logged on under the same userid.  The report selects the data by userid and you may get partial assessments from the new run.

· The Competency Center is testing a new transaction that will allow them to back out assessments from a prior period.  If you need to reverse an assessment from a prior period, please enter an SR.

· Assessment Cycles that are no longer needed can be deleted by the Competency Center.  You must enter an SR telling them to delete the cycle

· There was proposal to remove other personnel costs from labor (9000.2400) and create 9000.2420 for other personnel costs.  Wanda will be sending out the proposal from Kennedy so other centers can voice their opinions.  A decision will be made next month.

· The Competency Center will propose changes regarding the reporting of Cost over OBS and Downward Adjustments to Code B

· CMRPT24 is being changed to delete Labor (9000.2400), Other Personnel Costs (9000,2410) and Travel (9000.2500).   There was a discussion whether to make the same changes to CMRPT23.  It was decided to create a new report CMRPT22 which will be a copy of CMRPT23 but will eliminate Labor, Other Personnel Costs and Travel
