· Full Cost

· Workshop still scheduled for April 5th through 8th.   Begin Monday afternoon and finish by Noon on Thursday.
· A list of Full Cost Communication and Training Events was sent out with the Telecon agenda.  This document was put on the Code B issues list for support and guidance on the activities related to Full Cost. The document will serve as the basic agenda of items that we will need to complete.  All of items are not expected to be completed next week but the hope is it will keep the group focused.

· NEXT WORKSHOP - May 3rd through May 7th
· Alternate Hierarchy Updates 

· The CC made the updates that were received by some of the Centers.  

· Began reconciling the "P" type Cost Centers in the Standard Hierarchy to the Cost Centers mapped in the Alternate Hierarchy.  

· Based upon the Hierarchy Node mapped on the Cost Center, cost centers were loaded into the Alternate Hierarchy.  Once this task has been completed, BW and R/3 can be downloaded again for further Plan versus Actual validation.

· A file has been created for each Center - please take a few minutes to validate the mappings.

· Cost Center Category 'M" will be used to map all cost centers that are inactive or were FY03 Cost Pools that are not being used as an FY04 Cost Pool.  

· This will keep the W-Performing Organization, P-Cost Pool Collector, and S-Statistical Cost Pool Collector clean and containing only active cost centers.  

· This change will be made over the next few weeks and should not have any impact to the users.
