· Assessments will be based on Planned Consumption

· Assess at UPN level

· Assessment by Posted Amount

· Same WBS’s as Center G&A will be assessed

· Job aid will be provided by the Competency Center

· Process will be the same in FY 05

· SR 45567 –for creation of WBS Groups – New role will be created for Budget Execution.  Should be assigned to no more than 3 or 4 people per center
· Working Capital Fund design approach was presented to Code B.  A decision is expected next week.
· Year End 
· The dates below are proposed dates.  A schedule will be sent when the dates are firm

· Last day SAP will be open is 9/26

· SAP is expected to be unavailable until at least 10/15 and possibly as late as 10/18

· Labor Impacts

· There will not be a split pay period like last year.  10/1 and 10/2 should be funded by FY04 funds.

· Planned processing dates

· 9/4 pay period will use actuals

· 10/2 pay period accruals will accrue by 10/17 using 9/4 actuals for the accrual
· 9/18 pay period will post by 9/24

· Labor and Travel will probably still be Pools in FY05
· CCR/SL impacts

· 9/22 is the cutoff date for CCR posting
· Encourage contractors to get 533 in early enough for the RFO to complete by 9/22
· Some CCR’s may need to be posted in October
· Cost Assessments Impact

· Due by 9/24 based upon the 9/26 Center Year End cutoff
· True up Assessments to actual consumption through August in the September cycle
· Travel COP assessments can be processed after 9/22
· Labor, Fringe and Other Personnel Cost Assessments will be run the weekend of 9/25-9/26
· Planned Consumption and Rate assessments can be done as early as possible in September
· Indirect travel can be assessed as soon as the last posting is done
