Key Points:

· Cost Center and Derivation Rule templates for Full Cost have been submitted for GSFC

· Wanda will help HQ with the Cost Center and Derivation Rule templates because of Center G&A requirements

· The Competency Center is in the process of validating the files and standardizing the structures of the Pools and Sub Pools

· Separate Cost Center Groups will be created for Center G&A reporting levels per agency request

· Centers are expected to meet their unique reporting rollup requirements by creating Cost Center Groups

· Reviewed the latest Full Cost pool structure

· Structures will be loaded into production prior to the opening for FY04 processing

· There is a Full Cost VITS scheduled for Tuesday, October 21st at 3:30

· Planned labor hours can be used for the first quarter assessments – more to come on planned vs. actual labor hours in early November

· The draft mapping of Other Personnel Costs was reviewed.  Wanda requested help from the centers in thoroughly reviewing the mapping

· Centers need to submit the October 4th Bi-weekly files so the competency center can process them when the system opens

· The final interface 20 processing for all centers is expected to be completed by October 16th for the pay period ending October 18th
· NSMS interface schedule will start on October 28th with most interfaces processing the first time for FY04 on October 29th

· CCR testing will occur in Client T01 once it is available and changes are migrated

· Reviewed CCR cost entry screen changes to be implemented in November – see Wanda’s email for sample screen prints

· Centers may perform the cost entry portion of CCR during the downtime if they have access to SAP

· Release 4.1 will contain the next migrations.  It will be in production when SAP is opened for FY04 Processing

· SR’s are being prioritized for future monthly or quarterly releases
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
