· Reimbursables – Fringe Benefits Process was reviewed

· Reimbursable Labor will be charged to the Funds Reservation Docuiment

· Fringe Benefits for the entire center will be collected on UPN 037 not 51-LABOR

· Manual JV’s will record the Fringe Benefits to the Reimbursable Order using the 9115.0000 Statistical GL account

· Fringe Benefits will be allocated to Direct and Indirect projects based on a standard percentage

· Reconciliation of Fringe Benefit costs incurred will be done by comparing 6400.xxxx charges to UPN 037 to the 9000.2400 and 9115.0000 Secondary Cost Elements

· CCR’s

· CCR Roles in R/3 and level of authority in the ZCO_AUTH table must be consistent

· Do not delete Service Entry Sheets with invoices referencing them – you cannot delete the invoice later if necessary

· Electronic CCR’s

· Migration to T01 for full testing did not occur on Monday 10/27/03

· Testing will include processing every NF 533 file currently received from contractors

· Current plan is to install for November’s CCR’s, likely to be delayed until December

· Centers must submit a separate SR for each contract or contractor they want to add to electronic CCR’s

· Master data SR’s should not be marked as Hot Issues – the service level agreements require them to be processed within 24 hours
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
