Actions To Be Taken:

Jane will find some information on the three-way match versus the two-way match for Carol at JSC by next week.

Current Status and Issues:

1. Jane stated that the competency center is in the process of finishing the updated GR-based invoice list.  The updated list and instructions will be sent to the centers this week.  This list will be easier for the centers to follow because of the detailed instructions.

2. Several release strategy updates will be submitted for Thursday night’s migration.

3. During the next week the two bankcard selections, which are Accounts Payable and Purchasing, will change in Remedy.  There will now be a selection for bankcard.  

4. Jane stated the January marked a mile stone in the Bankcard Processing.  All of the centers extracted prior to the closing of January.  The books for February at the bank closed yesterday and every center completed their extracted January files last week.  The competency center ran the interfaces for all of the centers and all of the P.O.’s created for the centers.  All of the January bankcard activity from an execution stand point was completed prior to receiving the February file.  This is the first time for this to occur since all the centers have been live.

Center Status and Issues:

One of the centers stated that they noticed an outside buyer that reported to a center buyer was given the agency buyer role; therefore, she could approve the outside buyer documents with procurement approver.  Last week she lost the ability to approve the outside buyer documents.  The center contacted an outside buyer that does not have procurement approver and attempted to approve their own and it worked.  Jane stated the agency buyer should not have been able to approve it because they were not supposed to have access to those doc types.  The agency buyer and center buyer should not be able to do anything with the outside buyer doc types.  The agency and center buyer were intended to be within the procurement office and outside buyer was intended not to be within the procurement office.  The only role that was intended to be outside was the outside buyer.
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
