1. Have worked through the vast majority of the final invoice issues have been resolved.  There are 12 that require Center input in regards to the budget being moved around.  There are 5 that are valid, but Centers are supposed to let the Competency Center know before they work them.  ARC has 1, HQ has 1, JSC has 4, LaRC has 3, and SSC has 1.  All other Centers are done.  

2. The final budget issues are complete.

3. There are 3 SRs that have been sent to the Center for action or validation of action taken at the Competency Center.  A message was sent to Kevin Werner yesterday at ARC in regards to SR27509.  This SR requires an invoice to be reversed.  SR27706 can be deleted once KSC finds $52. on a PR.  SR28960 is waiting on Diane Hollis from GRC to confirm that it has been reversed correctly. 

4. There are 5 SRs with SAP.  They are working on fixes or investigating the problem further.  The PR program was run on Friday, and will be run again for those that were removed.  A list of the ones that kicked out with errors was sent to the Centers.  If Centers can get these resolved then they can be rerun.  This program is basically the same as if a person sat down at the computer and went into change mode, and made a slight change to the PR by putting a period into the item description and then hit save.  A large number of them cleared up the double commitments.  Some are just in and out correction postings.  The same effect can be done manually with each PR.  This is the MM to FM reconciliation.  The Center will need to investigate and send back to the Competency Center for correction for those that errored off.  There were 19 documents that kicked out.  Another test run of the PO program was done in S03.  One problem was identified in which the program was trying to fix something that did not need to be fixed.  A PO list will be sent out later today to the Center Business Process Lead to allow the Center’s to confirm that they are ok with the list so the program can be run.  The Centers will need to look at purchase order history and FM documents if doing to determine if this program will correct the problem.  It is basically the same program as the PR, but it corrects the FM postings and gets everything in sync.  The program is to correct a missing aspect of the FM posting.  Jane noted that the program has to be run prior to Thursday.  

5. The Competency Center is focusing on the hot issues, and the testing for start-up.  Also, attempting to look back at some of the other SRs and try to clean-up things that do not require a user to do something in the system.  There are some reports that need problem fix forms, and will probably start on these next week.  

6. Corrected discrepancy report.  Most Centers that completed September work have turned in SRs.  The Competency Center is doing the analysis to determine what needs to be corrected, but the SRs are being put on hold until the system comes back up.  The first week the system is back up Doreen’s focus will be to make these corrections.  

Center Status/Issues

GSFC asked what date needed to be used for postings once receiving comes up, and get there back log in.  Jane noted it would be the actual receipt date.

KSC noted that they had a couple of de-obligations on a contract on September 30th, and they are on the same PLI and ALI.  One of the accounting documents looked like it went back to the resource allocation account, and the other one looked like it went back to the PR.  It was asked if it went back to the PR should it be de-committed there as well?  It was also noted that the service tab is grayed out.  Jane stated they would have to do the close button if they were certain they would not use that line item any more.  The PR was taken to PO and for the entire amount that was on the PR, and subsequently some portion of the PR was de-obligated and it went back to the PR.  Jane asked if KSC expected to be using that balance later.  KSC stated they did not.  Jane stated there is a closed radio button on one of the item details tab on the PR, which will do the de-commit.  Jane stated whether this should be done now or after the system comes back up was a call that KSC had to make.      
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
