Key Points:

· S200 issue discovered this morning

· Originally thought extra BL document was being created by S200 program under certain circumstances; now found that incorrect configuration is creating an extra set of 3107/5700 postings

· Configuration to be corrected, tested and transported as quickly as possible

· Have been correcting Funded Expenses relationship problems by reversing BL documents; caused Accounts Payable relationship problems to increase

· Centers asked to concentrate on Accounts Payable relationship until configuration is corrected

· Do not work on Funded Expenses or Budgetary to Proprietary, especially if related to a credit memo

· Competency Center to provide a T-account example showing how to determine if BL document is truly extraneous

· Competency Center is stopping corrections against credit memos until configuration is corrected

· Will use BL correction tool to fix those that have already been handled incorrectly 

· Unknown root cause

· Keep root cause of unknown to a minimum on worksheet submissions

· Web portal reporting concern that unknown root cause with proposed correction will raise auditor concerns

· Code B to discuss further 

· Cancelled Payables

· Do not submit corrections for the Accounts Payable relationship for cancelled funds

· Note as a reconciling item

· Reconciliation analysis

· Work funds from highest to lowest dollar discrepancies

· Complete fund/funds center

· May leave if under threshold

· Competency Center POC for Accounts Payable, Funded Expenses and Budgetary to Proprietary relationships for GSFC/HQ/NMO is LaTonya Sibert

· Change made to Payables drilldown to prevent timeouts

· Will investigate Funded Expenses for similar issue
